Exhibiting Artist Guidelines
Edward Hopper House Art Center

1. Artist is responsible for delivery and removal of artwork (“loaned objects”) on agreed-upon dates.  

2. Loaned objects will be insured by Edward Hopper House (“EHH”) less a $1,000 deductible while on premises during the exhibition from the time of delivery through return mailing or specified pickup date. 

3. EHH is not responsible for loaned objects while in transit 

4. The loaned objects will be under continuous protection from fire, theft, and exposure to extreme or deteriorating light.  

5. Loaned objects must arrive ready to hang or otherwise display.  Works that are poorly framed or matted or that the Executive Director deems unsuitable for display may be returned for reframing or rejected upon delivery.  

6. EHH will announce the exhibition through press releases, emails, on website, and social media.  EHH will produce a postcard to be sent to its mailing list.  Cards will be made available to artists.
7. EHH will have permission to use images of loaned objects that have been provided by artist for press, publicity, and marketing purposes.
8. In the event of sale of any of artist’s work, EHH will retain a commission of 35% of the sale price. 
9. EHH will host an opening reception and will provide wine and light snacks. 
10. A contract with these terms will be sent to exhibiting artist prior to installation.
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
